
PE kit 
Pupils are required to participate in PE as it is a 
mandatory curricular area. Covid-19— Currently, pupils 
are able to come in to school in PE clothing on their PE 
day. Later in the school year this may be adapted again. 
When pupils change for PE in school they should have 
a pair of black plimsoll shoes which should be labelled 
and sent in to school in a named bag.

Information for 
parents/guardians 

Homework 
Pupils will have bug club, banded books, guided reading and family 
reading throughout the week. They will be learning key words 
continuously as required and later on in the year we will learn 
spellings. 
There is written homework for literacy and numeracy which should 
be completed in the homework booklet and then a photo uploaded 
to Seesaw. 
 
ICT 
Your child will have access to iPads, cameras, computers and 
interactive whiteboards to support their learning throughout the 
year.ICT suite access will be restricted due to Covid-19. Pupils will 
still have cross curricular ICT and ipad learning in the classroom. 
 
Topic work in Year 2 
In school we study the World Around Us (WAU) in each year 
group. Pupils in Year 2 will develop their WAU scientific, 
geographical and historical knowledge in 5 topics areas during the 
year, namely: Healthy Lifestyle, Fire, Money, Air and Pirates. 
Please read and discuss aspects of these topic areas at every 
opportunity at home. 
Pupils will also work on their Thinking Skills and Personal 
Capabilities (TSPC) throughout their topic work including: 
Working with Others, Being Creative, Managing Information, 
Problem Solving/Decision making and Self-Management. Again 
please encourage opportunities for your child to develop these 
skills at home as well. Ask your teacher for ideas if needed.

As you will hear, your child will have a lot of knowledge 
and skills to work through in Year 2. They will need your 
on-going support. The areas of Numeracy in Year 2 are: 
Number 
Counting forward to 100 and backwards from 20 
Counting in 2s, 5s and 10s within 20/50/100 
Number before, after, between within 20 
Addition /subtraction within 10/20. 
Ordering consecutive/non-consecutive 
numbers 
Number bonds in 10 (e.g. 2 and ? = 10) 
Understand oral problem solving  
Money—adding and making amounts 
using 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p coins

(Google them if unsure!) 
Block graphs and pictographs for representing 
information 
Measure 
Know days of the week in order 
Know o’clock and half past times  
Understand length, weight, capacity and area (more 
than covered , less than covered) 
Shape and Space 
Know names and recognise 2D and 3D shapes— 
square, rectangle, circle, triangle, hexagon, pentagon 
— cube, cuboid, cylinder, cone, sphere. 
Understand positional words—forwards, backwards, 
up, down, beside, between... 
 
Literacy 
 
There are lots of reading, writing, 
spelling and grammar books and 
activities to get through in P2 and this work will also 
need your on-going support. 
Spelling 
In January we will start spellings. These are taught in 
school using the ‘look, cover, say, check’ approach 
and are tested on a Friday. 
Reading 
In Year 2 we revisit and consolidate sounds covered 
in Year 1, We then introduce Linguistic Phonics and 
work on stages 1-4. Tricky words that do not follow 
the sound patterns need to be learnt using the ‘look 
and say’ approach. 
Pupils need to read daily. We have silent and 
modelled reading time in school each day and guided 
reading activities with the class teacher. Please 
complete any reading activities homework sent home 
and actively encourage reading at bedtime.  
Writing, punctuation and grammar 
We will be concentrating on correct formation of lower 
and upper case letters and move towards writing on 
lines in the third term. We focus on basic sentence 
structure, using capital letters, full stops and question 
marks as appropriate.
