Homework

. Pupils will have written homework in numeracy or
literacy on 2 evenings each week usually Monday,
Tuesday and Wednesday evenings.

Spellings — Monday, Tuesday & Wednesday.
Literacy and Numeracy Learning facts-Mon-Wed.
Reading Monday—Thursday (20 minutes per night)

Homework should last approximately 30—45 minutes.
As a parent we would ask that you work alongside your
child for encouragement and support but that you
foster independence at every opportunity. Pupils
working towards the AQE examination will receive
preparation work during the week.

ICT

Your child will have access to iPads, cameras,
computers and interactive whiteboards to support their
learning throughout the year. ICT suite access will be
restricted due to Covid-19. Pupils will still have cross
curricular ICT and ipad learning in the classroom.

Topic work

Pupils in P7 will develop their scientific, geographical and
historical knowledge in 5 World Around Us (WAU) topics
areas during the year, namely: Victorians, Natural Disasters,
Bugs and Drugs and World War 1.

Please read and discuss aspects of these topic areas at every
opportunity.

Pupils will also work on their Thinking Skills and
Personal Capabilities (TSPC) throughout their topic work
including: Working with Others, Being Creative, Managing
Information, Problem Solving/Decision making and Self-
Management. Again please encourage opportunities for your
child to develop these skills at home as well. Ask your teacher
for ideas if needed.

Literacy

There are lots of reading, writing, spelling and grammar
books and activities to get through in P7 and this work will
also need your on-going support. The main areas are:
Spelling

Pupils will get spellings on Monday night. P3—P7 pupils will
complete a variety of activities in school to help them learn
the rules for Friday Test. They will need your daily support
at home. Speak to the class teacher for strategies for
learning.

Reading

Pupils need to read at least 20 minutes each day. We have
silent reading time for 15 minutes each day in school,
guided reading activities with the teacher and
comprehension development lessons. Please complete any
reading homework and actively encourage reading at
bedtime/other opportunities.

Writin unctuation and grammar

The pupils will write in a wide variety of genres including
poetry, persuasive, recount, narrative etc linked to their
WAU topics. They will also complete activities in an
extensive range of grammar activities. Punctuation in Y7 will
